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Overview: Students can get better acquainted and the teacher can get to know the students better. 

Objectives: 

1. Students will learn about others. 

2. Students will take an active part in getting to know each other better. 

3. Students will gain respect for others. 

Materials: paper, pencil.
Procedures: 
1. As a group brainstorm five or six questions to ask. 
2. Split class into groups of two. Each group needs a piece of paper and a pen or pencil. 

3. Give the groups about ten minutes for one person to interview the other. Then switch.

4. Students will interview each other, writing down what they learn of the person they are

    interviewing. 

5. Have students stand up and introduce their partner to the rest of the class and share the 

    interesting facts they learned about their partner..
or

Sticker Partners!

Each student is given a sticker to put on his or her hand upon entering the classroom, but students aren't told what the sticker is for until the time is right! Be sure there is a partner (matching sticker) for every student. Ask students to find their partners and interview them (name, grade, hobbies, etc.). Each interviewer is responsible for introducing each interviewee to the rest of the class. You might find that students find it less threatening when someone else shares information about them than when they are asked to share about themselves.

Evaluation: 
1. Teacher can observe students interpersonal skills through their discussions of the 
     interview process. 

2.Teacher will observe social skills of students when working with partners. 

Journal Topic Suggestions: 

"What did you find interesting about the person you interviewed?”  Would you like to get to know this person better?”
